Some years, our Eastertide 
arrives gently—carried on 
the first warmth of spring, 
echoed in birdsong, wrapped 
in the quiet promise of re-
newal. But other years, like 
this one, Easter breaks in 
against a harsher backdrop: 
war that grinds on, public 
trust eroded by corruption, 
and a steady hum of anxiety 
that settles into our collec-
tive bones. The alleluias 
don’t erase these realities…
but they still manage to 
sound within them. And so 
the question becomes not 
whether we believe in resur-
rection as an idea, but 
whether we are willing to 
live it. Because our Holy 
Week experience reminds 
us that resurrection life, in 

the way of Jesus, isn’t an 
escape from suffering in our 
world. It’s a response to it. 

The Gospels don’t present 
Easter as a triumphant rever-
sal that cancels out Good 
Friday. They frame it as 
something quieter, more 
subversive, and far more 
demanding. The wounds 
remain. The world isn’t sud-
denly fixed. Empire still 
stands. And yet—something 
has shifted. A new possibil-
ity has entered the human 
story: that love can endure 
violence without becoming 
it, that truth can persist even 
when buried, that life can be 
lived differently where death 
seems to dominate. 

This is the heart of resurrec-
tion—not resuscitation, but 
the emergence of a new way 
of being. And if we take 
seriously the life and teach-
ings of Jesus, this way is 
inseparable from nonvio-
lence, courage, and the re-
fusal to let injustice have the 
final word. We see this pat-
tern echoed in those who 
have chosen to live resurrec-
tion within systems that de-
nied it. 

Consider Mahatma Gandhi, 
who faced British colonial 
rule not with armed revolt 
but with disciplined nonvio-
lent resistance. Gandhi un-
derstood that violence may 
win compliance, but it can’t

transform hearts. Through marches, fast-
ing, and civil disobedience, he exposed 
the moral contradictions of empire, invit-
ing both oppressor and oppressed into a 
different kind of power—the power of 
truth enacted through costly love. 

Or think of Martin Luther King Jr., who 
stood in the shadow of American racism 
and declared that “darkness cannot drive 
out darkness; only light can do that.” His 
vision was forged in jail cells and under 
threat. And yet he insisted that the way 
forward couldn’t mirror the hatred it 
sought to overcome. His leadership was, 
in its essence, an Easter witness—a refusal 
to accept that injustice, no matter how 
entrenched, was immovable. 

We might also recall Desmond Tutu, 
whose laughter and moral clarity helped 
guide South Africa through the end of 
apartheid. Through the Truth and Recon-
ciliation Commission, he helped cultivate 
a path that held together accountability 
and mercy—truth-telling without venge-
ance. It was an audacious embodiment of 
resurrection: the belief that a society could 
face its past honestly and still choose a 
future not defined by retaliation. 

These figures aren’t mythic heroes. 
They’re companions on the same road 
we’re asked to walk. Because the call of 
Easter isn’t simply to worship resurrec-
tion, but to participate in it—and that par-
ticipation begins, often, in small and unre-
markable ways. 

It begins when we refuse to let cynicism 
dictate our expectations of one another. In 
a culture that rewards outrage and divi-
sion, choosing to engage others with pa-
tience and integrity becomes a quiet act of 
resistance. It takes shape when we tell the 
truth—especially when it’s inconvenient. 

Corruption depends upon silence and 
complicity. To speak honestly, to insist on 
transparency, is to align ourselves with the 
light that Easter proclaims. It grows when 
we commit ourselves to the well-being of 
others in concrete ways: supporting the 
vulnerable, advocating for dignity and 
equity, tending to wounds in our commu-
nities. These are the daily practices 
through which resurrection becomes visi-
ble. 

And it deepens when we examine our own 
participation in the patterns we wish to 
change. Because if resurrection is real, it 
must take hold not only in systems but in 
hearts. The call to love one’s enemies, to 
forgive, to turn the other cheek—these are 
not passive instructions. They’re invita-
tions into a reorientation of how we under-
stand power and identity. 

To live nonviolently in a violent world is 
to accept vulnerability. To pursue truth in 
a culture of distortion is to risk misunder-
standing. To seek reconciliation in the 
face of division is to walk into complexity 
without guarantees. And yet, this is pre-
cisely where resurrection takes root—not 
in the certainty of success, but in a com-
mitment to engaging the difficult work. 

The early followers of Jesus understood 
this. They weren’t powerful by the stand-
ards of their time. What they carried was a 
way of life—grounded in shared re-
sources, mutual care, and a conviction that 
the values embodied by Jesus were worth 
living, even unto death. Their witness did-
n’t change the world overnight. But over 
time, it introduced a different imagination 
of what human community could be. And 
that imagination is still available to us. 

In a time of war, it calls us to be peace-
makers—not merely in sentiment, but in 
practice. In a time of corruption, it calls us 
to integrity—to align our actions with the 

values we profess. In a time of despair, it 
calls us to hope—not as denial, but as 
defiance. 

In Travel Like a Hero, I wrote about the 
journey not as a straight line toward tri-
umph, but as a series of thresholds—
moments when we’re invited to let go of 
what no longer serves us and step into a 
deeper way of being. Easter is one of 
those thresholds. It doesn’t ask us to leave 
the world behind, but to re-enter it differ-
ently—to carry within us a quiet refusal: 
the refusal to accept that violence is inevi-
table, that corruption is normal, that des-
pair is the final word.  

As the Easter people of a Good Friday 
world, we’re called to replace that refusal 
with a commitment: to live, as best we 
can, in alignment with the way of Jesus—
who met hatred with pity, power with hu-
mility, and death with a life that could not 
be extinguished. It’s a sacred summon to 
become, in our own time and place, wit-
nesses to the possibility that something 
new can emerge—even here, even now. 
Because resurrection isn’t only what hap-
pened…then. It’s what can happen…now. 
It’s the substance of who we’re invited to 
become…and it’s a beautiful thing!! Hap-

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Wednesday Evening Bible Study Led by Bob Mosebach 

More than 50 years after it was shot, Earthrise continues to be seen as one of the 
most iconic environmental photographs ever taken. 

The Earthrise photograph, taken by Apollo 8 astronauts has had a profound impact 
on the global environmental movement. It was the first color image of Earth seen 
from space, capturing the Earth rising above the lunar horizon. This image lead to 
the founding of Earth Day in 1970. The photograph served as a catalyst for 
environmental awareness and activism, inspiring millions to participate in Earth Day 
activities each year. It emphasizes the fragility of Earth and the importance of caring 
for our home in the face of a cold and infinite universe. The Earthrise photograph 
continues to inspire awe and responsibility for the planet, reminding us of our place 
in the universe and the need for environmental stewardship. 

Author C.K. Robertson 

presents a well-

researched, yet highly 

readable exploration of 

the Acts of the Apostles.  
Robertson is an alumnus 
of Virginia Tech, Virgin-
ia Theological Seminary, 
and Durham University, 
and for ten years has

A Hymn Mix-Up 
With a Message 

C. Gray Norsworthy, a pastor in Atlanta, 
once shared a story about the woman who 
prepared his worship bulletin. She was 
faithful in her work but didn’t have much 
background in church hymns. One week, 
Pastor Norsworthy handed her a draft of 
the service and hoped she could decipher 
his handwriting. 

When he reviewed the finished bulletin, he 
noticed the final hymn was titled “Just As 
I Am, Without a Clue.” 

Whether it’s “without a clue” or “without 
a plea,” the truth remains the same: we all 
come to Jesus just as we are — and we all 
need him. 

Yes, I can! 

I cannot end poverty, but I can feed one 
hungry person. I cannot stop war, but I can 
offer peace to my neighbor. I cannot pre-
vent death, but I can hold the hand of 
someone who is dying. 

These may seem like small acts, yet they 
are far harder—and far more meaning-
ful—than any grand plan for social 
change. Christ reminds us of their worth: 
“Whatever you did for one of the least of 
these brothers of mine, you did for 
me” (Matthew 25:40, NIV). 

A letter written in a childish scrawl arrived 
at the post office addressed simply to 
“God.” Unsure what to do, a postal em-
ployee opened it and read: “Dear God, my 
name is Jimmy. I am 6 years old. My fa-
ther is dead, and my mother is having a 
hard time raising me and my sister. Would 
you please send us $500?” 

Moved by the boy’s plea, the employee 
shared the letter with coworkers, and 
together they collected $300 to send to 
the family. 

A couple of weeks later, another letter 

arrived. Jimmy thanked God for the mon-

ey and added one final request: “Next time 

would you please deliver the money di-

rectly to our home? If you send it through 

the post office, they deduct $200.”
